Dunbar Sixth Grade Middle Schoolôs discipline 

plan consists of three parts: 

 

× RULES for the classroom and the school 

which students must follow at all times. 

× POSITIVE RECOGNITION that students 

receive for following the rules. 

× CONSEQUENCES that will result when 

students choose not to follow the rules. 

 

It is expected that the discipline plan, when 

consistently followed, will create a safe, orderly 

positive learning environment for all members of 

the school community.  The following rules have 

been established by the staff to let each student 

know what is expected of him/her.

Parents will be notified of 

specific instructional and behavioral concerns 

through team teachers.

ARTICLES PROHIBITED AT SCHOOL 
Problems arise each year because students bring 

articles, which are hazardous to the safety of 

others or interfere in some way with school 

procedures.  District, as well as school policy, 

prohibits radios, tape players, fireworks, 

electronic toys, games, sound producing 

devices, communication devices, guns, knives, 

permanent markers, beepers, and laser 

pointers, or any other nuisance articles at 

school or school activities.

ARRIVAL/DISMISSAL PREOCEDURES 

 
AM Arrivals 

Students may arrive on campus at 8:30 a.m. and 

report directly to the gym. It is recommended that 

students come on campus using the cafeteria 

driveway. Please avoid entering through the 

faculty parking, thus preventing traffic during 

teacher and staff arrivals. 

 
Early Dismissals 

Requests for early dismissals must be made in 

person at the time of dismissal. Students will only 

be released to individuals listed on the emergency 

card. ID must be presented before a student is 

released. If the student is ill, the nurse will make 

the decision whether the condition warrants a 

dismissal and contact parents. 

 

School PM Dismissals 
During dismissals at the end on the school day, 

parents are required to park on Liberty Street to 

await departure. Students will use the cross-walk 

to safely meet parents in this designated area. 

Students riding the bus must board their buses 

immediately. Any student waiting on after-school 

vans will wait against the building just west of the 

faculty parking lot. All students walking must 

vacate the campus as soon as possible.  
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ATTENDANCE 
Punctual and regular attendance is vital to a 

successful school year.  If it is necessary for you 

to be absent, have your parent/guardian call the 

attendance office prior to or during the day of your 

absence.  You may not be given credit for a class 

unless you are in attendance for 90% of the 

semester.

A written excuse must be presented to Ms. Nesbitt 

in the attendance office.

Your 8 period teachers 

will collect the slip and place it in Ms. Nesbittôs 

box for filing. Remember it is your 

responsibility to make arrangements with 

teachers for make-up work. Parents may 

request class work for students absent 3 or 

more days.

2009-2010 

ALL STUDENTS MUST WEAR THE UNIFORMS.  THE FOLLOWING DRESS CODE WILL BE 

STRICTLY ENFORCED. 
× Clothing shall be of the correct size for students, with no sagging pants.  

× Navy, black, khaki or blue denim pants, shorts, skirts, skorts, capris or jumpers are acceptable and 

must be hemmed or cuffed.  Shorts, skirts and skorts shall be no shorter than three inches above the 

knee; denim blue jeans are allowed but must be free of embellishments. Pants and blue jeans must be 

belted at the waist. No overalls, sweatpants, wind suits or oversized pants will be allowed. 

× Tops are to be navy or white polo or oxford-style collard shirts or blouses, mock turtlenecks or 

turtlenecks, all with sleeves. The manufacturer logos must be less than a one and one-half inch 

square with the exception of school logos. 

× Shirts and blouses are to be tucked into clothing at all times. 

× Sweatshirts or blouses in navy or white are acceptable as outerwear if worn over standard dress.  Coats and 

jackets of any color shall be worn in accordance with weather conditions and not inside classrooms. 

× Athletic shoes, loafers, dress shoes or other closed-toe shoes as well as open-toe/open heel shoes. Shoe 

laces shall be white or match the color of the shoe. Tights, socks and hosiery shall be of a solid color. 

× Acceptable accessories include belts of a solid color fabric or leather with a buckle no larger than two 

inches. 

         NOT ACCEPTABLE FOR ANY GRADE LEVEL 

× Students will not be permitted to wear sagging pants, t-shirts as outerwear or visible undergarments. 

Clothing considered to be too revealing (bare midriffs, tube tops, tank tops, cut-off shirts, low-cut tops, 

crop tops, see through or fishnet clothing). Clothing with holes, tears, or cuts. 

× Clothing with lewd, offensive, vulgar, or obscene pictures, emblems or language.  Clothing advertising 

tobacco products, alcoholic beverages, drugs or any substance prohibited under FNCF (LEGAL) is not 

allowed.
