Our New Year here at New
Lives is going very well. Our
first nine-week session will be
ending October 23rd, The
second session will begin
October 26t and therefore
students will have a new
schedule. We are going to
continue to have two “zero
hour” classes- Economics and
Algebra 11B. Our zero hour
classes begin at 8:00AM.
These are extra classes we
have added before the
beginning of our regular
school time, which is 9:25AM.
Students that are enrolled in
“zero hour” classes need to
have their own transportation
in the morning; in the
afternoon they are able to ride
the school bus. “Zero hour”

classes give students the
opportunity to earn additional
course credits.

In addition to “zero hour”
classes, we have “Extended
Day” to help the students
earn credits for previously
failed classes and/or credit
denied due to excessive
absences. Extended Day is
held from 4:35-5:35 each
Tuesdays, Wednesdays, and
Thursdays. Credit may be
earned by :

1. Completing additional
assignments in a course
which they previously
failed with a grade of at
least “65”. The objective
is to earn a grade of “70”
or higher so they can
earn credit.

Mind Matters: Drug Abuse and Teenagers

Today’s parents want to know
what to do about drug abuse,
and are looking for solutions.

STEP 1: LISTEN

The first step is to “get real”
about drug use by listening to
what teens have to tell us about
their lives and their feelings.
This will guide us toward
intelligent, thoughtful action.

STEP 2: LEARN

Parents and teachers need to
take responsibility for learning
about the physiological,

psychological and sociological
effects of alcohol and other
drugs. This involves reading and
asking questions.

STEP 3: ACT

It is important to keep teens
engaged and busy, not just
during the school day, but from
3to 6 p.m., when the use of
drugs by bored, unsupervised
teens is highest. Prevention is
fundamentally about caring,
connected relationships and an
open exchange of information.

She is one of the Others, those
who have moved into their
ancient homeland, but Iza
cannot leave the girl to die and
takes her with them.

The emphasis on
safety does not mean we are
giving teens permission to use
drugs. It simply affirms that
their welfare is our top priority.

STEP 5: HELP

It is important to know what to
do if you believe a teenager is
having a negative reaction to
alcohol and/or other drugs.
